An Hour with the Experts

These seminars are presented at local high schools, community centers, YMCA's and other venues
throughout the community.

Each seminaris a free event featuring guest speakers from state and local law enforcement, the state
department of motor vehicles, the states insurance commission, a member of the National Driving
Instructors’ Institute. Each guest speaker is an expert in their field and brings to light current information
that is necessary to assist parents in the process of licensing their new student driver. Following the
presentation, parents are encouraged to meet one-on-one with the experts where they can ask
questions and collect valuable information.

» As parents we hear about so many teen driver issues, what is the local law enforcement doing in
our community to correct these issues?

The Our Teen Driver Foundation brings together the experts and
information to answer the questions every parent has about teen
driving.
